At the outset of the meeting the Town Manager outlined broadly the proposals contained within the budget and the Town Clerk took the members through the individual programmes.  The members asked for two changes to be made, namely to increase the number of hours to be allocated to Pat Flynn and to introduce a new allowance of €2,000 euros for the Deputy Mayor.  This was agreed .  There were a number of issues raised by the members in the course of the meeting, namely the introduction of handheld machines by the traffic/litter wardens, the tackling of the derelict sites namely Arus Brugha, and the indiscriminate dumping by a number of household at Halloween.  The Town Clerk stated that he would note the concerns of the members and act upon them.  It was also agreed that the issue of a second chain being available for the Deputy Mayor in the absence of the Mayor was to be referred to the Protocol Committee.  Councillors O Ceilleachair and Mansfield stated that in principal they welcomed the budget however, they would not be voting in favour of it due to the fact that it contained charges for refuse collection and the flat charge, and they felt these charges were undemocratic.  

Councillor Rossiter proposed the adoption of the budget and this was seconded by Councillor Ryan.  The proposal was put to a vote and on a show of hands was carried by seven votes to two.  Councillors Rossiter, Ryan, Geoghegan, Forsey, O Riordan, Kyne and Wright voting in favour.  Councillors O’Ceilleachair and Mansfield voting against.

ADOPTION OF BUDGET

Proposed by Councillor Rossiter and seconded by Councillor Ryan and resolved 

“That the Budget for the financial year ending 31st December 2007 be and is hereby adopted.”

ANNUAL RATE ON VALUTATION

Proposed by Councillor Rossiter and seconded by Councillor Ryan

“That we the Dungarvan Town Council having considered the Budget of Expenditure and Income for the year ending 31st December, 2007 for the town of Dungarvan do hereby determine that the rate for the ordinary expenditure for the service of the financial year ending on 31st December, 2007 to be levied by the means of the annual rate on valuation be €57.75.”

This concluded the business of the meeting.
