MINUTES OF MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON 27th MARCH 2007 AT 7.30 P.M.

On the proposal of Councillor Forsey seconded by Councillor Rossiter the minutes of the monthly meeting held on the Tuesday 27th March 2007 were adopted.

MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Forsey thanked the Town Engineer for having the lining done at EuroSpar and stated that this was a big improvement on safety in this area.  

PROPOSED STORM WATER INFRASTRUCTURE

The Town Engineer advised the members that there were three major capital infrastructure works proposed in the near future in relation to the storm water network for the town.  This consisted of the development of an attenuation pond at Duckspool between Sallybrook and the Friary College.  The development of an attenuation pond at Fr Twomey’s Road at the rear of the Nissan garage, and the laying of two stormwater pipes along the N25 serving Kilrush and Shandon.  He stated that these were currently being designed with a view to going to tender and this report was mainly to keep the members informed of the situation.  The members welcomed the report from the Town Engineer and asked that the works be expedited to enable development of adjoining lands to take place in a structured manner.  

REVIEW OF ERIE DELEGATIONS VISIT

The Mayor stated that she felt the visit from the Erie delegation was a very worthwhile and thanked the members for their support during the visit.  She wished to thank especially Mr. Tom Keith who worked tirelessly prior to and during the visit to make the event a success.  The Mayor also stated that the County Manager wished to progress the contacts between the Town Council and Erie through the Buddy Programme.  It was agreed that the Mayor would expand on this with Joe Moynihan and Tom Keith.  The Town Clerk stated that the Choir from Erie was due to visit Dungarvan sometime in May and it was agreed that a Civic welcome would be afforded to this choir.  It was also agreed that a sign would be erected on the approaches to Dungarvan to state that it was now twinned with Erie.  

PEDEDTRIANISATION OF DAVITTS QUAY

The Town Clerk stated that he had spoken to the Gardaí in relation to this matter and they still had serious concerns in relation to the closing of the Quay over the May Bank Holiday weekend.  It was agreed that the quay would not be pedestrianised for the May weekend and a meeting with the Gardaí would be held on the 14th May.  It was also agreed that the Annual Housing meeting would be held on this date.

PROPOSED LEASE OF LAND TO THE IRISH WHEELCHAIR ASSOCIATION AT QUANNS

The Town Clerk circulated a letter that he had received from the Irish Wheelchair Association requesting a lease in respect of lands at Quanns to enable them to build a purpose built premises for wheelchair users from the Dungarvan area.  The members in principal agreed to the concept of leasing land at Quanns and asked that the Town Clerk to firm up proposals and bring them back to a later meeting for agreement.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Councillor Wright

1. Asked if the road sweeper could pay special attention to Childers Estate as they were experiencing ongoing problems with litter in the area. 

Councillor Forsey

1. Asked if any progress had been made in relation to the junction of O Connell Street and the new shopping centre road.  The Town Engineer stated that he had discussed this with the road designers and he would have the layout for discussion at the next meeting.  

2. Asked if there were any proposals to enhance the Youghal road.  The Town Clerk stated that he had discussed the matter with the Town Engineer recently and they would be putting a plan together to enhance the appearance of the road and also to make it safer with traffic calming etc.  

3. Asked for an update in relation to the Marina at Quanns.  The Town Clerk stated that a bird count was currently being carried out on behalf of the Council at the request of the National Parks and Wildlife Service and that he hoped to have an update for the members at the May meeting.

Councillor Rossiter

1. Enquired about the presence of a caravan at the Spring roundabout.  The Town Clerk stated it was hoped to have this moved in the next few weeks and the area would be secured to stop any further encroachment by any caravans.  

2. Stated that the tidy towns weekly clean ups were starting and that anybody interested should report to Scanlon’s yard at 7.30.

Councillor Kyne

1. Stated that the pumping station at Parklane was pumping raw sewage into the estuary and that this was totally unsatisfactory.  He stated that contractors had still not been appointed to carry out remedial works to the pumping station.  This was causing a serious risk to health.  The Town Engineer stated that the issue was a matter for Waterford County Council and from his enquiries it would appear there was no funding available to carry out the works.  The Town Manager agreed that he would request a report for the next meeting.  However, the Mayor requested that a representative of Waterford County Council actually attend the meeting to discuss the matter.  Councillor O Ceilleachair stated that when the Town Council were in charge of sanitary services, issues like this were dealt with in a responsive manner and it was a pity that this power had been removed.  The members also asked that the Town Clerk write to the H.S.E. and the E.P.A. in relation to this matter.  

2. Asked if the Council had any powers in relation to anti-social behaviour in privately rented houses.  He stated that landlords had responsibility to other householders within the estate and asked that this be highlighted.  The Town Clerk stated that the Town Council had no direct involvement in issues of anti-social behaviour, however, they could get involved where there were issues of rubbish accumulation and noise pollution.  Councillor O Ceilleachair stated that the issue in relation to refuse accumulation had been exacerbated by the introduction of the flat charge and also asked if there were any proposals to introduce ASBO’s in the town.  The Town Clerk stated that this was something that could be put on the agenda for discussion with the Gardaí on the 14th May.
