Denis McCarthy, Town Manager
At the outset of the meeting it was agreed to suspend Standing Orders and to take the presentation from Fergal Reidy as the first item on the Agenda.  Mr. Reidy outlined the progress made in the past three months since his previous presentation to the Council.  The members thanked him for his presentation.  The members asked if there were any announcements imminent in relation to a new factory or the Biopin plant that remains closed.  Mr. Reidy stated that he was unable to state the specifics but that he had been in constant contact with the agencies in relation to the development of employment opportunities within the Dungarvan area and that the work on Waterford website had been very successful.  The members stated that an advertising campaign should be embarked upon to highlight the amount of available land there is for industry in Dungarvan and environs.  Mr. Reidy stated that there was a lot of networking going on in relation to attraction development to Dungarvan and that he hoped that this would lead to positive results in the near future.  
MINUTES OF MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON 15th JANUARY 2007 AT 7.30 P.M.

On the proposal of Councillor Ryan seconded by Councillor O Riordan the minutes of the monthly meeting held on the Monday 15th January 2007 were adopted.

MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Mansfield asked if the report on the mast at the rear of the ESB was available yet.  The Town Engineer stated that the mast was currently owned by the ESB and that he was awaiting correspondence from the ESB. He stated that he would have a report for the March meeting.  Councillor O Riordan asked if there had been any progress made in relation to the former Dungarvan cinema site in O Connell street.  The Town Clerk stated that it was currently owned by Larry O Keeffe form Clonmel and discussions were ongoing with a view to having the site developed in the near future.  Councillor Ryan asked if any progress had been made in relation to the junction of the shopping centre road and O Connell street.  The Town Engineer stated that he had circulated a drawing from Road plan showing the proposals for the junction.  Councillor Ryan also asked if the work required to the pumphouse in Parklane had been carried out.  The Town Engineer stated that it had and the pumping station was not working satisfactorily.  He stated that the footpath that Councillor Ryan requested  had been carried out at the entrance to Parklane and Seapark.
MINUTES OF THE BUDGET MEETING OF DUNGARVAN TOWN COUNCIL HELD ON THE 8TH JANUARY 2007

On the proposal of Councillor Geoghegan seconded by Councillor O Riordan these minutes were adopted.
MANAGERS ORDERS

Councillor Kyne raised Managers Order 3/07 the seeking of further information from Shane Crotty in relation to a development at Crotty’s corner.  Councillor Kyne asked what was the council’s views on this development.  The Town Engineer stated that what he was proposing was an improvement on the current use.  However, there were a few issues in relation to site lines etc that needed to be expanded upon.  
ROADWORKS PROGRAMME 2007
The Town Engineer took the members through the roadwork’s proposals 2007 and stated that ??????? of the programme was dependent on the Waterford County Council staff completion the works.  The members welcomed the programme in general and stated that they hoped that the time scale would be adhered to by Waterford County Council.  The revised layout for the junction of the shopping centre and road on O Connell street was also agreed and it was agreed that it would be explored with the road designers. 
SCHEME OF CAPITAL GRANTS FOR RECREATION AND COMMUNITY FACILITIES
The Town Clerk circulated the scheme of Capital Grants that had recently been adopted by Waterford County Council and the members agreed to adopt a similar scheme for the town.  The Town Clerk stated that he would put it on the agenda for the March meeting and he hoped to streamline the application process as it seemed very detailed in the County Council proposal. 
BYE-LAWS RELATED TO WASTE MATTERS
At the request of the Town Clerk it was agreed to defer this matter to the March meeting.
DECLARATION BY MEMBERS

The Town Clerk circulated a notification from the ethics office in relation to the declaration by members and stated that he was required by law to do this.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Councillor Mansfield
1. Raised the ongoing anti-social being experienced by residents of Kyne Park on the railway walk.  The Town Clerk stated that this was a difficult problem to solve and maybe with the Gardaí to explore ways for improving this situation.
2. Stated that some of the residents in Sexton street were finding it difficult to get parking since the new paving had been put down by the Council.  He asked would the council consider residents permits for the area.

3. Asked if the traffic calming proposed for the Burgery could be progressed.  Councillor O Riordan stated that trailers were now being left overnight in the Burgery and this was actually quite dangerous.  The Town Clerk stated that he would enquire about the traffic calming and the timescale involved in its provision.  

Councillor O Riordan
1. Asked the Town Engineer if he would look at the flooding on Fr Twomeys road.  The Town Engineer stated that he examined the matter and he hoped that this would be alleviated when the new pumphouse was commissioned.  He expected this to be done in March, but as the area was low lying the area it would probably experience a certain amount of flooding.
2. Asked if the Town Clerk would examine the provision of a bus shelter on Sexton street.
3. Thanked the Councillors for providing sponsorship for the Boxing Club who recently held a very successful tournament.

Councillor O Ceilleachair
1. Welcomed the planning application lodged by Andy Hally in respect of the development at the former Glanbia site, and stated that the 380 car parking spaces proposed would be very welcome for the development of the town.
Councillor Kyne
1. Asked that the Coastal protection proposals lodged with the Department for Landsend be followed up by writing to the four TD’s and Senators asking them to lend their support to the funding application.
2. Stated that the flags on the footpath outside Baumann’s were very poor and asked that something be done in the short-term to rectify this.   The Town Engineer stated that he would examine the matter.  
Councillor Ryan


1. Asked that a date be refixed for the March meeting as the third meeting of the month was actually a Bank Holiday.  It was agreed to hold the monthly meeting on the 26th March.
Councillor Geoghegan
1. Asked that the waiver scheme for the refuse scheme be re-examined for 2008 as there were a few anomalies that had arisen.  The Town Clerk stated that he would examine this when formulating the 2008 scheme.
2. Asked about the resurfacing of the roadway at Lisfennel.  The Town Engineer stated that he hoped to have this done in the very near future.

3. Asked about the current state of the refurbishment of the Town Hall.  The Town Clerk stated that this had gone to tender.

All resolutions were marked as read.
Correspondence
Councillor Mansfield asked that the letter from the H.S.E. in relation to the withdrawal of funding from the WAVE project be followed up.  The Town Clerk stated that he would do this.
