Prior to the commencement of the meeting on the proposal of Councillor Geoghegan and seconded by Councillor Ryan it was agreed that the report from Pat Mc Carthy in relation to the pumping station at Parklane would be taken as the first item on the Agenda.  
REPORT ON SEWAGE PUMPING STATION ON PARKLANE
Pat Mc Carthy of the sanitary section of Waterford County Council outlined the difficulties that had arisen with the pumping station at Parklane, which led to the pumping of raw sewage onto the beach at Abbeyside.  He accepted that it was an unsatisfactory situation.  However, the circumstances were very difficult in which to work, and there were a lot of issues in relation to health and safety which needed to be addressed.  However, he said that work ?????? and he hoped work would commence in the very near future.  The members stated that they were very disappointed that this situation had occurred but accepted that the issue was now being addressed and they hoped to have it rectified as soon as possible.  
MINUTES OF THE MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON THE 16TH APRIL 2007
On the proposal of Councillor Riordan seconded by Councillor Geoghegan the minutes of the monthly meeting held on the 16th April were adopted.
MANAGERS ORDERS

Councillor O Riordan raised Manager’s 66/07 the granting of planning permission to Andy Hally in respect of a mixed development in the Glanbia site and asked if any units were being delivered under Part V.  The Town Clerk stated that it was now normal practice that all housing developments would have a Part V condition attached and it was agreed that the Town Clerk would circulate a report in relation to Part V at the next meeting.  

DESIGN FOR O CONNELL STREET JUNCTION
The Town Clerk circulated a proposed design in relation to the O Connell street junction.  At the request of the members it was agreed that the Town Clerk would meet with the businesses in the area to discuss the proposal.
CONFERENCES

On the proposal of Councillor Geoghegan seconded by Councillor Ryan all conferences were agreed.  
PROPOSED LEASE OF LAND TO THE IRISH WHEELCHAIR ASSOCIATION AT QUANNS

The Town Clerk circulated a letter that he had received from the Irish Wheelchair Association requesting a lease in respect of lands at Quanns to enable them to build a purpose built premises for wheelchair users from the Dungarvan area.  The members in principal agreed to the concept of leasing land at Quanns and asked that the Town Clerk to firm up proposals and bring them back to a later meeting for agreement.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Councillor O Riordan
1. Raised the pedestrian crossing at EuroSpar and stated that it was taking an inordinate amount of time to complete.  He also stated that the traffic lights at the end of Wolfe Tone road were not working correctly.  The Town Clerk stated that he would raise this matter with Waterford County Council.  
2. Raised the erection of a hoarding around the former Ormond Cinema and asked for an update in relation to it.  The Town Clerk stated that this had been erected to prevent vandalism and that he was in discussion with the owners in relation to the development of the site.
3. Asked that a letter of congratulations be sent to the committee of the Feile a Demise as this was an outstanding success again this year.  

Councillor Mansfield
1. Stated the parking at the Burgery had become unacceptable and stated that it was an accident waiting to happen.  He said the fact that the traffic calming had not been developed in the area was a major blow and this situation needed to be addressed urgently  

2. Asked if Abbeyside beach could be tidied up and possible some benches put on the promenade.  The same request was also made for Boreenatra and the Pond area.
3. Asked if the former sculpture in Walton Park was to be replaced.  The Town Clerk stated that it would be relocated within the Park.  It was also suggested that the Town Clerk might examine the history of the sculpture and to get a bit of background for the members.  
Councillor Geoghegan
1. Asked that a letter of congratulations be sent to the Waterford County Board to mark the occasion of Waterford winning their first National title in forty five years.  

2. It was also requested that a letter of congratulations be sent to the Camogie team on winning the All Ireland.
3. He requested that a letter of congratulations be sent to Michael Ryan and John Queally on their recent successes with Finsceal Beo.  He said that he was very disappointed by the lack of coverage given to this by the local papers.  He also requested that a letter of congratulations be sent to John Kiely and the Waterford footballers on their first win in the Championship in nineteen years.
Councillor Rossiter
1. Stated that it was very pleasing to see Paul Flynn in the Tannery being portrayed in a very positive light on TV recently, and said that it was excellent publicity for the town of Dungarvan.
2. Asked if the gulley’s around the town could be cleaned during the summer months as when there were thunder storms during the summer these were causing a lot of flooding.
3. Enquired about the right of way in Western bay and asked for an update in relation to it.  The Town Clerk stated that the surface water main that was to be laid across this right of way could now proceed and it was expected work would commence within the next fortnight to three weeks.  Following the completion of this work the council would then look at the reinstatement of the right of way.  

Councillor Ryan

1. Raised the condition of the railway walk in Abbeyside and stated that there were still a number of anti-social incidents occurring near the bridge and asked the Town Clerk to look at the shrubbery in this area, with a view to improving visibility.  It was agreed that the Town Clerk would talk to Mr Brian White of Waterford County Council and prepare a report for the next meeting.  

Councillor Wright

1.
Asked if there were any proposals to improve the appearance of the Youghal road.  The Town Clerk stated that he would prepare a report for the next meeting.

The correspondence in regard to the W.A.V.E project was discussed.  Councillor Mansfield stated that the HSE gave the families very little support when the course was finished and stated that the HSE still had questions to answer.  Councillors Wright and Geoghegan agreed.
