MINUTES OF THE MONTHLY MEETING HELD ON THE 20th OF APRIL 2009
On the proposal of Councillor O’Riordan seconded by Councillor Mansfield the minutes of the monthly meeting held on the 20th April 2009 were adopted.  
MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Geoghegan asked if there was any update in respect of the public lighting at Lisfennel.  The Town Clerk stated that it was proposed to carry out improved lighting in this area.  However, there was no funding available at present.  He stated that he hoped to be in a position to provide these lights in 2010.  Councillor Geoghegan also asked if the Town Engineer had had an opportunity to inspect the footpath at John Foleys garage.  The Town Engineer that he had examined the matter and the footpath would be rectified in due course.  
APPROVAL OF TEMPORARY OVERDRAFT
On the proposal of Councillor Geoghegan seconded by Councillor Mansfield it was agreed that the Council would have a provision for a temporary overdraft of €5,000,000 approved. 
CONFERENCES

On the proposal of Councillor O’Riordan seconded by Councillor Mansfield the conferences as circulated were approved.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Councillor Mansfield
1. Stated that it was probable a matter for the Council, but it was his opinion that the first five members of Council elected should actually have the right to be Mayor for the duration of the Council.  
Councillor O Riordan
1. Welcomed that recent opening of the new playground and Linear Park and stated that a number of people have asked that a gate be erected on the entrance near Lidl.. The Town Clerk stated that he would have this matter examined and take any appropriate action.  
Councillor O Ceilleachair
1. He asked that a vote of congratulations be sent to the organising committee of the Feile Na Deise that he stated was a resounding success on the May Bank Holiday weekend.  
Councillor Kyne 
1. Stated that a system needed to be put in place so that small repairs to footpaths could be responded to in a quicker manner.  He said this would remove the risk of public liability claims.  The Town Engineer stated that he would examine this in the near future.  
Councillor Rossiter
1. Stated that the Council should consider twinning with Taranto in Italy as the recent unveiling of the plaque to St Cathaldus had strengthened the links between both towns.  
2. Stated that the erection of the bollards on the N25 at Garvey’s garage had prevented lorries parking there, but also removed the possibility of cars using the hard shoulder to pass stationary vehicles on the N25.

3. Stated that cars exiting Childers Estate were experiencing extreme danger as there was a blind spot coming from the town side.  The Town Clerk stated that he was aware of this and that it was proposed to erect a sign to alert oncoming motorists to the fact that there was an estate entrance ahead.  
4. She asked if it would be possible to consider the fitting of speed cushions between numbers 103 and 114 Childers.  The Town Clerk stated that he would examine this. 

Councillor Geoghegan
1. Asked that a letter of congratulations be sent to John Flynn son of Austin former Mayor of Dungarvan in respect of his recent win in the Ulster Sailing Championships and wishing him every success representing Ireland in Helsinki.
2. Stated that the traveller encampment at the Spring roundabout needed to be tackled

Councillor Cosgrove

1. Agreed with Councillor Kyne in respect of the small repairs to footpaths and stated that this needed to be carried out more efficiently.  
2. Stated that there was ongoing speeding on the Kilrush road, the Clonea road and the Monang road and asked that the Council liaise with the Gardaí to take appropriate action.

Councillor Wright

1. Proposed a vote of sympathy to the Fitzgerald family on the death of their mother Mary.  

2. Stated that there were three Civic events held over the weekend and they reflected the town in a very positive light.  She wished to thank Tom Keith for his tremendous work in respect of these events.  Councillor Kyne agreed stating that he was a great ambassador for the town.  Councillor Geoghegan also agreed and stated that he does tremendous work for all the Mayors of the town.  Councillor Rossiter stated that his wife Carmel was also a fantastic asset to the Council.   Councillors O Ceilleachair and O’Riordan agreed and stated that he had endless energy and he was a great role model for others.  Councillor Geoghegan proposed a vote of sympathy to the family of the late Joey O’Sullivan.
