Mr. J. O’Flynn, Director of Services referred to the Reports as circulated on the grouped 7 villages sewerage scheme.  Each one was then dealt with as follows:

(a) Ardmore Sewerage Scheme (Waste Water Treatment Plant)

· Cllr. T. Wright stated that information provided by Waterford County Council was very misleading and asked why Councillors weren’t informed that Keane’s land had been chosen for the waste water treatment plant.  She added that prior to the County Development Plan being adopted, Councillors were informed that Power’s land was the chosen site for the treatment plant.  Mr. G. Hynes, Senior Executive Engineer stated that he wasn’t at the meeting regarding the zoning of lands at Ardmore, but stated that lands zoned were chosen based on objectives for Ardmore and had no bearing on the location of the waste water treatment plant.  He stated that the two sites identified initially were on lands owned by Michael Keane and Dick Power, and following research by Waterford County Council and E.G. Petitt & Company, the preferred option was Keane’s land.  Cllr. Wright stated that she is unhappy with the way in which the matter was dealt and added that she will keep a watchful eye on all future developments in Ardmore.

· Cllr. T. Cronin stated that E.G. Petitt & Company identified 4 sites in Ardmore and Keane’s wasn’t included.  Cllr. Cronin stated that he doesn’t agree with Keane’s land as the chosen site as it is prime development land, and he feels that the plant could be moved further out of Ardmore.

· Cllr. B. Mansfield and Cllr. B. Kyne stated that their recollection is that Power’s land was the proposed site.

· In reply to Cllr. B. Kyne, the County Manager stated that the Waste Water Treatment Plant will facilitate further developments in the Ardmore area, including any proposed developments on Keane's land, subject to issue of the relevant planning permission.
· Cllr. T. Higgins stated that Ardmore needs this Waste Water Treatment Plant urgently and asked if the matter is not resolved today, would it delay other schemes proceeding.  Mr. J. O’Flynn, Director of Services replied that all schemes could be delayed by 1 year if the proposed site is not agreed on.

Mr. R. O’Dwyer, County Manager stated that from strategic point of view, Keanes land is the preferred site and recommended the support of the Councillors.  It was proposed by Cllr. B. Kyne, seconded by Cllr. B. Mansfield, that a role call be taken.
