Cllr. D. Geoghegan referred to correspondence forwarded to Mr. M. Walsh, A/Director of Services and expressed dissatisfaction at the inadequacy of the response received.   He asked if the information requested was protected by law.  Mr. M. Walsh, A/Director of Services replied that information submitted by developers is considered to be commercially sensitive but invited Cllr. Geoghegan to meet with him to discuss individual concerns.   Cllr. B. Kyne referred to a planning permission issued by Dungarvan Town Council which gave full details of Part V.  He added that there was, in his opinion, no such thing as sensitive information and felt that the Council’s policies with regard to release of information should be reviewed immediately.  Mr. R. O’Dwyer, County Manager advised that details could only be included as a planning condition if an agreement was reached prior to issue.

Bathrooms


Cllr. M. Greene requested survey to be carried out on people living in the County without toilets/bathrooms.  Mr. M. Walsh, A/Director of Services stated that the Essential Repairs Grants were available for those people in private houses, without facilities.  At the request of Cllr. M. Greene, Mr. Walsh, A/Director of Services, agreed to contact the Health Service Executive giving details of this grant and encouraging them to put potential applicants in touch.

Cllr. J. Tobin asked is there were any time constraints on developers to finish housing estates.  Mr. J. O’Flynn, Director of Services & Co. Engineer, stated that there were no specific time frames.    He confirmed that the Council would not take an estate in charge until all snags had been completed.

Proposed by Cllr. K. Wilkinson, seconded by Cllr. D. Doocey.  Cllr. Wilkinson referred to the recent vandalism and requested CCTV cameras to be installed.  Mr. J. O’Flynn, Director of Services stated that no budget provision had been made and a precedent could be created.  A number of Councillors stated that vandalism occurs in most parks and it would not be feasible to install CCTV cameras throughout the county.  Cllr. D. Doocey recommended that the fence to the rear of the Millennium Park be reinforced.  Other Councillors stated that an increase in Garda numbers would reduce vandalism.
