Environment 

(a) 
Garrynagree

Cllr. P. Nugent referred to the problems which Waterford County Council now face with the recent decision not to proceed with Garrynagree landfill and the cost borne by Waterford County Council as a result.  Cllr. T. Cronin agreed with Cllr. Nugent and feels that the consultants didn’t investigate the site in full.  Cllr. P. Daly stated that the EPA made their decision without information being submitted by the consultants and Councillors felt that consultants should be at meeting to answer questions.  Cllr. Coffey requested breakdown of costs incurred by Waterford County Council.  Cllr. D. Geoghegan proposed a waste collection system based on weight, seconded by Cllr. P. Coffey.  Mr. D. McCarthy, Director of Services referred to the very tedious process involved and added that advice received from the consultants identified Garrynagree as the best option.  The next step is to look at options of site 2 and 3 or perhaps bring waste outside the County.  He set out details of the costs €1.014m incurred to date, shared by Waterford County Council and Waterford City Council.  It was proposed by Cllr. P. Leahy, seconded by Cllr. K. Wilkinson that the possibility of an incinerator be examined.  Mr. R. O’Dwyer, County Manager replied that consultants have been appointed to examine integrated waste management on a regional basis, including incineration, recycling, composting and landfill.  Mr. O’Dwyer added that the ‘pay by weight’ system is not an option as Waterford County Council does not have the finance to introduce the system.  

(b)
Waiver scheme

Cllr. A.M. Power read a report she compiled identifying the inequalities in the waiver scheme in operation by Waterford County Council and proposed that contributory pensions should be included in the waiver scheme, seconded by Cllr. N. Flynn.  A number of Councillors agreed that enough thought was not given to the operation of the waiver scheme.  Mr. M. Quinn, Head of Finance outlined briefly the broad terms of the waiver scheme currently operational and said that contributory pensions cannot be exempt from payment as it would double the cost of the bin collection service.  Cllr. A.M. Power again requested him to withdraw the current scheme, and revert to the Council with proposals to eliminate any anomalies, agreed by Cllr. N. Flynn.  Mr. R. O’Dwyer, County Manager addressed the meeting and said that Waterford County Council must charge the full economic cost.  He added that if people of Waterford don’t support this, then the private sector will take over the collection service by May.  Councillors referred to the private collectors who are operating in the area without providing a three bin collection service.  Mr. O’Dwyer replied that bye laws previously adopted by Councillors state that the private collector has a legal obligation to provide a 3 bin collection service.  A number of Councillors supported the Manager and stated that we shouldn’t lose the service to private collectors.  Cllr. P. Daly recommended that the media assist in promoting the excellent service provided by Waterford County Council and report on work being carried out in the Murp Plant.   

On the proposal of Cllr. D. Geoghegan, seconded by Cllr. D. Doocey it was agreed to suspend Standing

Order and continue with the outstanding items on the Agenda.
