“That Waterford County Council will resource and provide defibrillators in 2008 for all nine Fire Stations in the County and the necessary training for the associated fire crews.”

“That following on from the recent EU Vets Report that Waterford County Council calls on the Government to immediately ban the importation of Brazilian Beef.  The report on Brazilian Beef issued by the EU Food and Veterinary Office confirms the need to impose a ban on beef imports from that Country. The report found serious irregularities regarding animal registration, identification, vaccination, false certification of exports, breaches of EU residency requirements and that Foot and Mouth Disease is still present.”
