He confirmed that work on Phase 1 was postponed pending resolution of legal challenges, but that the project is still a priority and work will be advanced on areas where no problems exist. Cllr. G. Barron welcomed the fact that work is still progressing on some parts of the railway and stressed the importance of pursuing this.  Mr. R.
