History – White’s Orchard, Dungarvan, Co. Waterford.

White’s Orchard is based in the heart of Dungarvan town, Co. Waterford. It was not a commercial orchard, just a residence with a very long back garden where there was an orchard.

1851 Fairlane part of Blackpool

Plot 27 Maurice Fitzgerald holding from Maurice Goff, a house, yard and garden. Fitzgerald remained a tenant up to 1874.

1875  - 1890’s

Plot 30 ( was plot 27) William White was tenant of a house

1890’s – 1914

Plot 30 (changes to plot 50) William White, tenant to Richard Kiely, owner house and yard.

1923 – 1937

Plot 50 William White tenant changes to Mary White in 1928

1938 – 1962

Plot 50 Peter Enderson, tenant of James C. Carbery this changes to Michael Vincent Morrissey c. 1949 and the owner becomes the Carbery Estate c 1938.

The name White’s Orchard would appear to come from the White family resident in the property from 1875 until c 1938.
