Waterford County Council celebrates Seachtain na Gaeilge (3-17 March)
Siúlóidí (Walks), Scéalaíocht (Storytelling) agus Bingo – these are some of the events being organised throughout the county by the Language and Culture Sections of Waterford County Council to celebrate this year’s Seachtain na Gaeilge.

For some fresh air and exercise, and a chance to use (or brush up on!) your ‘cúpla focal’, you can participate in a ‘siúlóid’ (short walking tour) of Ardmore on Sunday afternoon, 9 March from 3-4pm. Starting at Halla Dhéagláin on the Main Street at 3pm, participants will be given a guided tour of areas of historical interest in Ardmore Village. Those who feel reluctant to use their ‘cúpla focal’ are also welcome to come along and listen to our native language in everyday use.

A similar ‘siúlóid’ (walk) will also take place in and around the Coastguard Station in Tramore, on the same day, Sunday 9 March from 3-4pm. Those wishing to take part are asked to meet at the Coastguard Station for 3 o’ clock, and the walking tour will leave from there and walk along part of the ‘Slí na Sláinte’ walk. Participants will be given a talk on the history of the Coastguard Station and on other places of interest in the surrounding area. Both the Ardmore and Tramore walks are free or charge and all are welcome.

The County Library Service are also organising a number of events, including ‘Bingo as Gaeilge’ for schools in both the Dungarvan Library on the 4 March, and the Tramore Branch Library on the 6 March. The Library Service will also play host to renowned seanachaí, Neil de Búrca, who will enchant schoolchildren with his tales of wonder and magic in both Dungarvan and Lismore Branch Libraries on the 11 March.
