Waterford County Council celebrates Seachtain na Gaeilge (2-17 March)
Taispeántais (Exhibitions), Scéalaíocht (Storytelling) agus Bingo – these are some of the events being organised throughout the county to celebrate this year’s Seachtain na Gaeilge.

The Old Market House Arts Centre will host an exhibition by artists Sinéad Ní Chionaola and Carmel Cleary titled Ó na Sléibhte go dtí an Farraige/From the Mountains to the Sea from 24 February until 3rd April and there will be a free gallery talk by the artists on Friday 6th March at 3.30pm. 

The celebrated poet Tadhg Gaelach O’Suilleabháin will be honoured with a commemorative plaque by Dungarvan Town Council in Mary Street, Dungarvan on Saturday 7th March at 3pm. Cllr. Teresa Wright, Mayor of Dungarvan will be joined by the members of Dungarvan Town Council and special guests Maire B. de Paor, PBVM (author of the definitive work on Tadhg Gaelach) and Anne Mulqueen, who will sing some of the work of Tadhg Gaelach.  

Storyteller Neil de Búrca will be visiting Tramore and Portlaw Library on Monday 9th March to talk of tall tales and wild adventures. Tramore Library will also be testing the wits of pupils in Tramore with games of bingo as Gaeilge from 9th-13th March. Seasoned bingo players will also be given a chance to try out their skills as Gaeilge with special games on Bingo Nights on the 9th and 16th March at 8.15pm in Dungarvan Sports Centre. 

Dungarvan Library will be hosting a bilingual exhibition of photographs of the St. Patrick’s Day Parade in New York from 12th March. There will also be a talk and workshop in Dungarvan Library by Áine Ní Ghlinn, author of Tostanna, Broinglóidí agus Aistir Eile and other works on Friday 6th March. 

The staff in Waterford County Council will get a chance to try out their cúpla focal and test their wits in an e-mail quiz from 9-13th March.  The Waterford Festival of Food which will take place April 17th-19th will be officially launched as Gaeilge in An Rinn on Thursday 5th March. Sponsors, members of the media and invited guests will celebrate blas na teanga with a taste of the best of produce from County Waterford.  

Seachtain na Gaeilge will end in Dungarvan with the St. Patrick’s Day Parade, starting from Coolagh Road at 3pm. There will be a special prize on the day for the float to best display its Croí na Teanga for Seachtain na Gaeilge.
