Development Contribution Scheme

Waterford County Council

1. Planning and Development Act 2000.
1.1. The Planning and Development Act 2000 provides for a Development Contribution Scheme whereby Planning Authorities may on granting permission under Section 34 of the Act include conditions requiring the payment of a contribution in respect of public infrastructure and facilities benefiting the development in the area of the Planning Authority and that is provided or intended to be provided by or on behalf of the Local Authority, regardless of other sources of funding for the infrastructure and facilities.  Section 48 of the Act outlines the legal procedure for the implementation of this Scheme.

1.2. The Planning and Development Act 2000 provides that the making of a scheme is a reserved function of the Planning Authority.

1.3. The Development Contributions Scheme was adopted by Waterford County Council at its meeting of 14th January, 2008 and came into effect for all applications received after this date.
1.4. Three types of Development Contribution Schemes are provided for under the Planning and Development Act 2000.

· General Development Contributions

· Special Development Contributions

· Supplementary Development Contributions

2. General Development Contribution Schemes

2.1. These contribution schemes apply in respect of public infrastructure and facilities provided by or on behalf of the Local Authority that benefit development in the area.  Under this Scheme, Planning Authorities do not need to show a direct connection between the development contribution paid and works done which facilitate that development.  The type of public infrastructure and facilities that can be funded by this mechanism are: 

a) The acquisition of land.

b) The provision of open spaces, recreational and community facilities and amenities and landscaping works.

c) The provision of roads, car parks, car parking places, sewers, waste water and water treatment facilities, drains and water mains.

d) The provision of bus corridors and lanes, bus interchange facilities (car parks for those facilities), infrastructure to facilitate public transport, cycling and pedestrian facilities, and traffic calming measures.

e) The refurbishment, upgrading, enlargement or replacement of roads, car parks, car parking places, sewers, waste water and water facilities, drains or water mains and

f) Any matters ancillary to paragraphs (a) to (e) above.

2.2. In relation to (e) above added value to the network must be shown rather than simply a contribution for maintenance of a network that already exists.  

2.3. In relation to water and wastewater infrastructure, Planning Authorities shall exclude costs recovered from developers in accordance with the Government Water Pricing Framework.  However, pending the full introduction of this Water Pricing Framework it is proposed to levy on Commercial/Industrial developers a charge for water, wastewater and surface water where provided.

2.4. The period of the Scheme shall be five years. The Council may, however, review the Scheme within this period if deemed necessary.

2.5. It should be noted that no appeal may be brought to An Bord Pleanála in relation to a condition requiring a contribution to be paid in accordance with an adopted scheme.

3. Special Development Contributions

3.1. A Special Development Contribution may be imposed on a development where exceptional costs not covered by the General Contribution Scheme are incurred by the Local Authority in the provision of a specific public infrastructure facility.  Such Special Development Contributions do not have to be adopted by a Council.  These contributions apply only to developments which will benefit directly from the public infrastructure facility in question. This may happen in the context for example, of railway provision. Any works not commenced within five years or completed within seven years of receipt of payment will result in the applicant being refunded in full or in part the Special Development Contribution levy.

4. Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme

4.1. This Scheme refers to the provision of a particular public infrastructure service or project provided by the Local Authority or private developer on behalf of a Local Authority which will directly benefit the development concerned.  The relevant Department Circular identifies such infrastructure services or projects as rail, light rail or other public transport infrastructure, particular new roads or particular water or waste water infrastructure.  It would appear that this Scheme refers to the provision of large scale infrastructure which facilitates specific developments.  This Scheme may only be applied to a specified area within the functional area of the Planning Authority and cannot apply countywide.  Similar to the General Development Contribution Scheme, this Scheme must be adopted by the Council.

5. DEVELOPMENT CONTRIBUTIONS – SCHEDULE OF CONTRIBUTIONS(
The following is the schedule of General Development Contributions adopted by Waterford County Council for 2008.  On January 1st of each year from 2009-2012, these charges will be subject to a cumulative increase of 11.5% as well as the inflationary increase outlined in Section 10.1. The methodology used to determine the contribution charges is included at Appendix A-G of this document.

C Pending the full introduction of the Government Water Pricing Framework, the following levies per sq m will apply to industrial / commercial developments:

· Water Supply: €6.76
· Waste Water: €6.76
D
Where car parking provisions in accordance with the requirements of the County Development Plan are not fully provided on site, and where the proposed development is availing of car parking facilities existing, or to be provided by Waterford County Council, a rate of €2,545 (€7,351 in Tramore, Dungarvan and Dunmore East) per space will apply.  

E
Where public lighting is required on public roads to facilitate any development a levy of €2,300 will be applied per light required.

F
Any development for which the Local Authority incurs exceptional costs in the provision of necessary infrastructure facilitating the development and which are not covered under the General Contribution Scheme, will be subject to contributions under the Special Development Contributions section of the Scheme.

G. A caravan park will be recognised as a commercial development which will be charged as follows: 

· Each unit will be charged as equivalent to a 50m² commercial development (i.e. €425 for roads; €425 for Community: €495.50 for Storm Water). Pending the full introduction of the Government Water Pricing Framework, the following levies will also apply: Water Supply: €425; Waste Water: €425. 
H. An individual mobile home will be recognised as equivalent to a 50m² residential development and will be levied accordingly

I. Other applications not covered above will be dealt with on a case by case basis. Any developments not specifically referred to in the scheme will be charged at a rate which is deemed most appropriate. The basis for determination will be the rate for developments which are listed in the scheme and are deemed closest in nature to the proposed development
6. Exemptions:

Under subsection 3(c) of Section 48 of the Planning and Development Act 2000, a Development Contribution Scheme may allow for the payment of a reduced contribution or no contribution in certain circumstances.  Accordingly, a development contribution shall not apply in the following instances:

· Development carried out in accordance with Section 179 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) (i.e. Local Authority Development).

· Development being carried out in accordance with Article 157(1) and (2) of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001.  (Development which is statutorily exempt from planning fees).

· Agricultural development which is deemed necessary to comply with the Nitrates Directive 91/676/EEC as certified by an agricultural advisor/agricultural consultant/ agricultural engineer and where appropriate, by a supervising Officer. 

· Restoration/refurbishment of buildings on the Record of Protected Structures to attract a 50% reduction, if such restoration/refurbishment adheres to good principles of conservation. 
· Developments for which a Disabled Persons Grant is paid to be fully exempt.
                  It should be noted that 

· In the case of a change of use, changes of use will only attract development contributions if the use results in an increase in service use. Only the increase in use will be charged for. In cases of refurbishment / changes of use, development contributions applicable on the date of the planning decision will apply.

7. Objectives of Contribution Scheme
7.1. In determining the contributions to be levied, regard is being given to objectives and strategies of Waterford County Council as identified in the County Development Plan and in the Capital Infrastructure Programme.  Significant investment is proposed by Waterford County Council over the remaining period of the current County Development Plan which will extend to 2011.  

7.2. In addition to the above, much work will be carried out in the refurbishment, upgrading, enlargement or replacement of roads, car parks, sewers, wastewater facilities, drains and water mains.  Significant funding will also be expended in the provision of public playgrounds; enhancement of public libraries; disability access and community childcare facilities. 

7.3. The provision of this infrastructure will considerably benefit the continuing development of Waterford County Council.  Some of this infrastructure will benefit from grant assistance from Central Government.  However, significant costs will be borne by Waterford County Council.  It is essential therefore, that Waterford County Council has an appropriate Development Contribution Scheme to support the funding of this vital infrastructure.

8. Basis for Determination
8.1. The rate of the development contributions as outlined is determined by the projected level of capital investment which the County Council will undertake, or support, in the next five years in order to meet the main infrastructure and community needs of the County. The main projects in the areas of transport, environmental protection and water services, along with community facilities and amenities, are listed in Appendices A-D.
An overall summary of the projected expenditure is summarised as follows

9. Method of payment of contribution
9.1. Contributions shall be paid immediately prior to development commencing except in cases where development is being carried out in phases. In that case, subject to Planning Authority approval, the following will apply:
· Up to and including 5 houses: no phasing

· 6 houses up to and including 50 houses: 18 months (⅓ on submission of commencement notice; ⅓ in 9 months; final ⅓ by 18 months), or when all houses are built, whichever is sooner

· 51 houses up to and including 100 houses: 24 months (⅓ on submission of commencement notice; ⅓ in 12 months; final ⅓ by 24 months),  or when all houses are built, whichever is sooner

· Over 100 houses: 36 months (⅓ on submission of commencement notice; ⅓ in 18 months; final ⅓ by 36 months), or when all houses are built, whichever is sooner

Note: Irrespective of phasing, submission of 1st commencement notice will trigger liability for the total development contribution 
Phasing arrangements may also be applied in the case of quarries and of start-up commercial/industrial developments
9.2. All contributions payable will be based on the contribution rate in existence at the time of the application being submitted.  

10. Adjustment of contribution amounts
10.1. The contribution rates payable will be adjusted annually commencing on the 1st January, 2009 and on the 1st January of each subsequent year. The adjustment will be based on changes to the Wholesale Price Index (excluding VAT) for capital goods, building and construction (i.e. materials and wages) published by the Central Statistics Office, or such similar index.  The base period against which changes will be compared will be the month of adoption of this Development Contribution Scheme.  In the case where the charge is not a whole number, then the charge will be rounded up or down to the nearest euro where the charge is per square metre of development area
11. Special Contributions
11.1. In addition to the requirements of this scheme, Waterford County Council may require the payment of a special contribution in respect of a particular development where specific costs are not covered by this scheme or incurred in respect of public infrastructure and facilities which benefited the proposed development.  Where payment of such a contribution is required, a planning condition shall be attached to specify the particular works carried out or proposed to be carried out by Waterford County Council or any other local authority.  If the works in question are not commenced within five years or completed within seven years, the applicant shall be refunded a special contribution levy or an appropriate portion thereof plus any interest which may have accrued over the period while the contribution was held by Waterford County Council.  However, where some expenditure has been recorded within the required period in respect of a portion of the works proposed to be carried out, any refund shall be in proportion to those works which have not been carried out.
Appendix  A

Residential / Non-residential – Water, waste water and surface water.

The calculation for development contributions for water services is based on the marginal cost of the non domestic and future domestic element of estimated expenditure over the next 5 years. The bulk of expenditure for water services is summarised in the Department of the Environment, Heritage & Local Governments’ Water Services Investment Programme with an approved allocation of funding totalling €167.5m to Waterford County Council.  Water services expenditure which is directly funded by the DoEHLG is deducted from the total expenditure figure prior to calculation of the development contributions.

Appendix C
Car parking
The average cost of urban land in places like Dungarvan, Tramore and Dunmore East is in the region of €1m/acre, which gives rise to an acquisition cost per space of €7,150. In other urban areas of the county, development land costs approximately €350,000 per acre which gives rise to an acquisition cost of €2,545 per space.

Appendix D
Community, Cultural & Amenity Facilities

D.1
Introduction

The importance of adequate provision for community, cultural and amenity facilities is recognised under Chapter 5 of the Co. Development Plan 2005 -2011 and the Co. Development Strategy 2002-2012.

The intention therefore, of the scheme of contribution, is to provide for recreational and community facilities and amenities and so improve the quality of life for the people of Co.Waterford and visitors to the county.  The Scheme is primarily intended to assist with community development in the county, specifically those needs arising in the provision of open spaces, recreational, cultural & community facilities and amenities and landscaping works, the acquisition of land for that purpose and any matters ancillary to same.  

D.2
Basis for Determination
The Scheme is being determined on a county-wide basis so as to ensure that locations with less development and hence less development contributions, will have an equal opportunity for the provision of facilities on a needs basis.  It is the intention that facilities to be provided will serve the needs of all sectors of the community to ensure social inclusion and sustainability.  It is also intended that community facilities will benefit and sustain the rural population in the area.

While much research work and planning remains to be done, it is clear that the present provision for community facilities in the county is inadequate.  Investment is required to assist community based projects, which aim for the social, recreational, amenity and cultural betterment of their community.  Initially, research and development is needed under the following headings so as to provide for:

· an adequate number of sporting pitches;

· access to a sustainable number of larger indoor/outdoor sporting centres and cultural facilities;

· access to basic community facilities (Library, hall, meeting rooms, day care centre, childcare, etc.);

· access to amenity and heritage areas;

As indicated above much planning and research work still has to be done to determine the levels of needs and support funding required for such facilities over and above that funding available from capital grants.  The community contribution rates proposed of €8.50 domestic and €8.50 and €17 (non-domestic) to be levied on all development proposals is intended as a reference point for Local Authority support and provision of community facilities.

Appendix E
Forward Planning

Waterford County Council is statutorily required to prepare a County Development Plan and Local Area Plans and as part of its overall development brief remit is obliged to undertake the drawing up of land use plans and studies which will enable the planned development of the county, including the provision of infrastructure. These plans and studies set out overall strategies for the proper planning and sustainable development of the areas which are the subject of the plans. These plans include objectives for the provision or facilitation of the provision of infrastructure in the areas concerned.

Such infrastructure includes:
· Transportation

· Housing
· Water Supply and Sewerage

· Sustainable Energy

· Climate Change and Flood Impact

· Environmental Protection & Enhancement

· Communications & ICT
Given the critical nature of forward planning in identifying the infrastructural requirements of the county,  expenditure associated with forward planning, including the drawing up of land use plans and studies, development plans and local area plans, is to be charged to the Capital Account (development contributions), in accordance with Section 48 (17) (f) of the Planning & Development Act 2000.

It is proposed to charge the costs of forward planning across the service areas. This will cover the staff and ancillary costs associated with drawing up local area plans, carrying out strategic environmental assessment, revising the County Development Plan, reviewing the Housing Strategy and similar strategic planning work. This charge is included in the development contribution figures for each of the services.

Appendix F
Wind Farming / Communication Masts

The development contributions recognise the potential impact on roads arising from these developments and recognise that local communities should benefit from having these facilities in their areas.







( Clarifications: 1. For buildings, gross floor area is, in general, the sum of floorspace within the external walls of the buildings, excluding plant and tank rooms and car parking areas. Exceptions may occur where development is undertaken outside the external walls e.g. roof-top development. 2. With regard to the contributions to be charged at different threshold levels (e.g. >150m²), these levels will apply on a per unit basis for residential developments and on a per application basis for industrial/commercial/agricultural developments. 3. “Where applicable” means where public water infrastructure is accessible to a development, whether or not a developer decides to connect to the infrastructure
