


required. Species Actions Plans for species occurring in the River Suir and its tributaries
e.g. otter should be consulted. These are available on the NPWS website www.npws.ie.
The needs of fisheries should also be considered in consultation with the Regional
Fisheries Board. A Biodiversity Action Plan was published for County Waterford in
2008 and is available on
www.waterfordcoco.ie/en/services/conservationandheritage/naturaiheritage/publications.

Implications for the CFRAM Plan on recreation and amenity sites along the River Suir
should be considered e.g. the Suir Island regeneration project, angling, walking etc. The
Waterway Corridor approach to enhancement of waterways as developed by the Heritage
Council is recommended as a reference. Implications of the CFRAM Plan on the cultural
heritage should also be considered in terms of terrestrial and wetland archaeology sites
and protected structures such as bridges, towers etc. Information  from
www.archaeology.ie and the County Waterford list of Protected Structures will be useful
for the environmental baseline in this regard.
