
ROADS PROGRESS REPORT  April 2008
N25 National Primary Road Improvement Works

Dungarvan outer by-pass –  This project is being progressed by the Roads Design Office, Tramore House. Peer Review by NRA took place on Friday 14th March. Further work to be done. Not expected to return to Peer Review before August.

National Primary /National Secondary – Annual Resurfacing

Grant notification received. Grants in line with 2007 allocation. Pre-Qualification for Fixed Price Contracts advertised and tenders received. Construction Tenders being prepared.

National Secondary Road Improvements

The Route Selection process for the Lismore Bypass is underway in Tramore House.

Non-National Roads Specific Improvement Grant

Tallow Link Road – Works completed under the 2007 program. Funding for 2008 from Dept. of Transport to continue the work on this scheme has been approved. 

Clonea Road realignment  Work on the road is ongoing.

Riverstown Relief Road – Works are continuing.

Coastal Protection Works

Contract has been awarded for the continuation of the cliff stabilisation work at Helvic. Work will commence before the end of April.

Tenders have been received for repair work to Helvic Pier. However additional funding required for the necessary works has been refused for 2008 by the Dept of Marine.

Strategic Non-National Roads

R708 Airport Road – Noel O’Regan, Contractor on site – works underway. Road closures, small diversions and shuttle traffic in this area will be ongoing for some months from now until the summer as works near completion.

CLAR funding for Local Secondary/Tertiary Roads

Notification of grants awaited.

Local Improvement Schemes

Notification of grants received. Same allocation as 2007. Program being prepared.

Annual Road Restoration programme 

Grants approved. Annual program commenced on March 25th.

Surface Dressing 

Grants approved. Small increase on 2007.  Roads Program for adoption at this meeting.
