Major Emergency Planning


Plans are up to date.  


National Framework documents published. New staff member appointed to deal with Major Emergency Management.  Planning at regional and local level in progress and on target. New plans to be used from October ’08.  

Civil Defence

Plans are up to date including forward planning. Training classes have ceased and will resume again in September / October 2008 and will tie in with a recruitment campaign for new volunteers. Community service duties continue  with the provision of First Aid and Ambulance services at large public events throughout the county.
Casualty/First Aid/Ambulance

A number of Instructors have attended courses in the Civil Defence Roscrea Training School. Many of the Volunteers have also completed Recue and Emergency Care Level 2 courses to build up their skills and act as background support for those willing to undertake First Responder training.

Civil Defence continues to be the leading provider of ambulance services at events in the rural county areas and are also available in times of major emergency.

Auxiliary Fire Service

Training has now been completed and will resume in October 2008

Radio Communications
Civil Defence are in the process of  updating its Radio Communications equipment to provide the capability to operate two independent radio systems in support of operations.

Major Emergency Management

Civil Defence continues its participation in the development of The Major Emergency Plan.
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
