Environment Department –Monthly Report for Council Meeting: June 2008

Landfill sites: 

Tramore:

Material 

Subsoil material is currently being accepted into the landfill. During the month approximately 3,000Tonnes was brought in, and used to level off the finished site profile. 

This operation is expected to continue for a further two weeks into June.

Earthworks, drainage works are nearing completion.

Capping & Lining Contract :-

Capping & Lining Contract completed. 

Erosion Control :- 

4,500 tonnes of rock armouring placed. Approximately 1,000 tonnes remain but this material will not be delivered or placed until all earthworks associated with the leachate & gas control contract have been completed.
Leachate & Gas Control Contract :-

Work has commenced on the contract for the Gas & Leachate extraction system.

Gas pumping trials continuing this week. Expected report on permanent flare recommendation next week.

Works anticipated to continue until September.

All the gas and leachate extraction pipes have been installed, pressure tested and passed. Levels of pipes have been checked and altered where necessary before backfilling. 

The temporary flare was set up on Thursday 24th April, and connected to the new power supply for preliminary testing. This is currently in operation.

Dungarvan:

No material was drawn into the landfill during May while the lining was completed, however additional quantities of material will be needed to complete earthworks to final profile.

Capping & Lining Contract : 

Lining was completed on 25th May. Wetland berms should be completed within the next two weeks. This will allow planting of the wetlands to take place. Tenders for planting have been submitted and are being assessed.

Leachate & Gas Control Contract :- 

Tender recommendation has been issued for the provision of the gas flare.

Tender documents are being prepared by consultants for leachate pumping system.

Recent Waste Collection Service radio advertising campaign has been completed.

Preparation of route maps for web site viewing is continuing.

Schools Energy Awareness Program.

Indications from GSK are that they were happy with the impact and content of this year’s program and may look favourably on the 2009 request.
