
ROADS PROGRESS REPORT FOR MARCH MEETING
General

The Area Engineering Structure has been revised in accordance with the recommendations of the Boundary Commission. The new structure is a s follows:-

Lismore Area – Noel Healy

Dungarvan Area – Ken Walsh

Comeragh Area- Conor Foley

Tramore Area – Jane O’Neill

Maria Goff will be retuning in May to take up the role of assistant engineer in the Comeragh Area along with other duties. 

The Draft Works Programme has been completed and will be presented to the Area Committees in the coming weeks. It is hoped to present it to the April Council Meeting for Adoption.
N25 National Primary and National Secondary Roads 

In light of the reduced funding for improvement works on the National Routes, surveys of the N25 and N72 are underway with a view to agreeing a programme of work with the National Roads Authority. This programme for maintenance repairs in 2009 is aimed at maintaining the national routes in a safe and operational condition.

Non-National Roads Specific Improvement Grant

Grant Allocations have been received and are roughly in line with 2008 levels. It is proposed that work will progress in 2009 on the Riverstown Road, Tallow Link Road Phase II, Gold Coast Road, (design and CPO) and minor accommodation works on the Clonea Road will be finished. 

Works are ongoing at Clonea and Riverstown and the Tallow Link Road Phase 1 was opened to traffic in February.

Local Improvement Schemes and Community Involvement Schemes

Grant Allocation has been received which is the same as the 2008 allocation. Applications will be invited by public advertisement in the coming weeks after the adoption of the Road Works Scheme. Existing Applications will be held open.

Annual Road Restoration (Strengthening) Programme 

Schemes in line with the Councils three year programme have been agreed with the Department of Transport for 2009 and will be presented to the members in the proposed 2009 Works Programme.

Surface Dressing 

Surface Dressing schemes for 2009 will be presented to the members in the proposed Works Programme.

Coastal Protection Works

No allocation has been provided for this work in 2009.

CLAR funding for Local Secondary/Tertiary Roads

Notification not expected on CLAR schemes for some months yet.

Temporary Restrictions

Temporary restrictions to roads at the entrance to the car park in Councillors Strand in Dunmore East, in the Glendine area along the bank of the R. Blackwater and on the Whelan’s Bridge Road are ongoing as assessments are carried out of options to repair the damage to adjacent embankments. 

All restrictions are clearly marked and will be kept under supervision until remedial works are carried out.
