In response to a query raised by Cllr. B. Coffey, Mr. White confirmed that the matter of town plans would be for members to decide in September.  In reply to Cllr. N. Flynn, Mr. White estimated a cost of €120,000 if these plans are removed from the County Plan and prepared separately.  

At the request of Cllr. O’Ryan, Mr. White agreed that consideration of the report for the Comeragh Area would begin at 4:00p.m.


Cllr. O’Ryan requested a report on projected income from planning to date this year.  Mr. T. Gilligan, Head of Finance, agreed to arrange this.

Clodagh Drive, Clonea Power

Mr. F. Curran, Director of Services, confirmed that the tender would be awarded this week for works in the estate.
(F)  SANITARY SERVICES

Clonea Public Toilets
Cllr. B. Mansfield expressed disappointment that work had not been completed on the new the public toilets and requested a written report on the process to date.
Passage East
Cllr. J. Carey recommended that the pipe should be extended out into the river to relieve the odour in the village.  Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer agreed to examine this.
Sewerage in Tallow

In reply to Cllr. J. Tobin, Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, confirmed investigations have taken place. Results to date weren’t conclusive and investigations are ongoing.
An Grianán, Ballinroad

Cllr. B. Kyne referred to the lack of water in this housing estate.  Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, stated that demand currently exceeds supply but he was examining the possibility of connecting the area to the Dungarvan Water Supply to remedy the problem.
Tournore

In response to Cllr. D. Geoghegan, Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer stated that  work would be carried out shortly which should resolve odour problems in this estate.
