PRESENTATION BY MR. PAUL DALY, SENIOR ENGINEER ON “WATERFORD COUNTY COUNCILS RESPONSE TO SEVERE WEATHER & WINTER MAINTENANCE PLAN”
Mr. P. Daly, Senior Engineer, gave a detailed presentation on the impact on roads of the recent bad weather, outlining the manner in which the roads in the County were prioritised for spreading of salt.  He stated that while the severe weather was unexpected, Waterford County Council had dealt with the situation as effectively as possible within the resources available.  A special control room had been set up and ongoing interaction took place with the Health Service Executive, Gardaí, Civil Defence and Waterford City Council.  Numerous Councillors thanked the staff of Waterford County Council, Health Service Executive, Gardai, Civil Defence, IFA and WLR for dealing with the severe weather conditions and requested the following if similar weather returns:
· Griting of Passage/Cheekpoint Road.

· Appointment of external contractors to grit priority 3 roads at an earlier stage.

· Delivery of grit for public use to strategic locations across the county.

· Publication of the priority routes in local newspapers.

PRESENTATION BY MR. RAY O’DWYER, COUNTY MANAGER ON “PROGRESS ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN – YEAR 1”
A comprehensive presentation was given by Mr. R. O’Dwyer, County Manager on Progress on Economic Development Plan – Year 1.  Mr. O’Dwyer referred to the difficulties that face many businesses in County Waterford but added that Waterford County Council, along with other agencies and local communities, has prioritised economic development, is raising the profile of this County and will continue to do so into 2011.   PROGress Reports
(A) roads
In response to issues raised by various Council Members, Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services, clarified various items raised by members and agreed to bring matters needing specific attention to relevant personnel.  The following issues were noted:-
· Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services, informed Cllr. J. Tobin that the solicitors have forwarded the agreement for the Car Park in Tallow to the landowner and signed lease is awaited.

· At the request of Cllr. N. Flynn, Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services agreed to request the NRA to carry out remedial works to the footpath on the northern side of N72 from Cappoquin to Affane.
· Cllr. M.J. O’Ryan requested that the possibility of providing a pedestrian crossing at Ballymacarbry be examined.

· In reply to Cllr. D. Doocey, Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services, stated that Waterford County Council was generally not responsible for maintenance of boundary fences erected following road widening. He added that if a written commitment to maintain these had been given to individual landowners in past years the matter should be taken up directly with the relevant Area Engineer.
(B) FIRE
Mr. F. Curran, Director of Services, informed members that Part VIII notice was being advertised this week for works at Portlaw Fire Station.
(C) HOUSING
· In response to Cllr. P. Daly, Mr. F. Curran, Director of Services, confirmed that the house at Whelan’s Bridge would be allocated from the housing list when repairs were completed.
· Mr. F. Curran, Director of Services, agreed to update Cllr. N. Flynn on derelict sites in Cappoquin.
· Mr. F. Curran, Director of Services, agreed to meet Cllr. Fitzgerald to discuss a specific housing application. 
Standing Orders were suspended on the proposal of Cllr. M. Greene, seconded by Cllr. L. O’Sullivan, to allow the meeting to continue past 1700 hours. 
(E)  ENVIRONMENT
 Mr. B. White, Director of Services stated that the refuse collection service had been hit adversely by the recent bad weather. He informed members that there would be a double collection in the coming week and that recycling material would be collected on week commencing 27th December.  
(F)  SANITARY SERVICES
 In response to issues raised by various Council Members, Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services, 
 clarified various items raised by members and agreed to bring matters needing specific  
 attention to relevant personnel.  The following issues were noted:-
· In reply to Cllr. J. Tobin, Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, stated that the source of the odour in Tallow had been identified and that action was being taken to rectify the problem.

· Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, indicated to Cllr. N. Flynn that the Boil Water notice for Melleray should be lifted within a week.

· Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, confirmed to Cllr. N. Flynn that a leak at Moonamon would be fixed as a matter of urgency.

· Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, agreed to issue a written report on the Treatment Plant and Sewerage Scheme in Ardmore to Cllr. T. Cronin.

· Mr. P. McCarthy, Senior Engineer, confirmed to Cllr. D. Doocey that the pump at the well at Deerpark, Lismore would be upgraded shortly.

· Mr. M. Quinn, Director of Services, informed Cllr. P. Nugent that funding had been received for work on the Ring/Dungarvan water supply.
