Progress Reports 

(A) Roads 

In response to maintenance issues raised by various Council Members, Mr. M Quinn, Director of Services agreed to bring these directly to the attention of the appropriate staff.  The following points are noted:-

Lower Dunmore East
Cllr Carey requested that the road be re-opened at Lower Dunmore East as soon as possible.  Mr. Quinn advised that he is awaiting a detailed survey on this matter.

Riverstown
Cllr Power requested an update on the safety audit at Pedestrian Lights at Riverstown.  Mr. Quinn agreed to revert with an update.

Weight Restriction at Dunmore East

Cllr Fitzgerald asked whether the 3 tonne limit restriction was legally binding and asked that residents be notified. In reply, Mr. Quinn advised that the Local Authority has the power to impose such a restriction where it is necessary to do so and that the procedure taken in doing so is legal and correct.

The Mayor then ended the meeting and remaining items on the agenda were deferred. Cllr Mansfield stated that earlier presentations made at the meeting were time consuming and meant that members did not have adequate time to deal with the full agenda. He asked that meetings start at 2p.m. in future and that presentations not be included on future agendas.
