	Waste Collection Service 

Reminders have issue to customers due to renew their All Star & Choice waste collection service from the 1st May 2009. 

A Radio advertising campaign is being conducted to inform householders of the opportunity to join the service.
Enforcement: 

· Routine Inspections under RMCEI Plan continued in April 2010.  In addition all environmental complaints received to date have been or are currently under investigation. 
· 4 No. Section 55 Notices issued to date in 2010 under the Waste Management Act. 

· Enforcement Inspectors aided local volunteer groups with ‘clean ups’ in their area.  

· 1 successful prosecution in Waterford District Court on April 23rd in respect of non compliance with notices issued under Section 55 of the Waste Management Act.

Packaging Regulations 

Waterford Co Co ‘s Environment Section is participating in a National Pilot Project under the Waste Management (Packaging) Regulations 2007 which came into effect on 31st March 2008. The Regulations impose obligations on all producers, including manufacturers, importers, distributors, wholesaler and retailers of packaging waste.  All participating premises were written to and inspections were completed by Enforcement Staff in accordance with the Pilot Scheme. A Final Report was issued to the DoEHLG in April 2010.
Historic Landfills
Approval granted from DoEHLG in October 2009 to undertake Tier Two Site Investigation on Historic Landfill in Portlaw as part of National Pilot Project. 

Exploratory Investigation was completed in-house by Environment Staff and submitted to the DoEHLG in March 2010.

Second part of the On Site Investigation (Tier Two) nearly completed. Meeting consultants in on May 5th with a view to finalising Tier Two Assessment.  Tier Two Report envisaged for submission to DOEHLG by end of May 2010.  
Environment Education & Awareness

Green Schools:

All applications for new Green Flags and renewals have been received and all have been assessed in advance of second round of flag awards in Cork in May. By the end of May, it is expected Co. Waterford will have 39 Green Flags mixed between Waste, Energy, Water and Transport themes.
National Spring Clean

National Spring Clean 2010 has proved to be a big success this year. Approx. 40 groups have performed a spring clean in their community. Material provided by Waterford Co. Co. have been greatly welcomed by all groups. In excess of 17 tons of waste was disposed of in the Comeragh and Colligan clean ups alone. The councils support for all 40 groups has been in the form of clean up materials, free collection and disposal of waste and publicity of clean ups where requested.  
Anti-Litter/Anti Graffiti Grant 2009

Both educational programs are now fully delivered and very positive feedback has been received from the schools concerned. The materials being used in the National Spring Clean have also been funded from this source.
