ROADS PROGRESS REPORT FOR APRIL MEETING
General

The Works Programme for 2010 was discussed with the Members in each Area and the final Draft of the Programme is before the members at this meeting for adoption. As discussed at the various meetings, the emphasis in 2010 is on the repair of the road network following the severe winter damage.
Winter Maintenance:
The weather has settled down but there are still occasional very cold nights. Salt has not been spread unless the roads are wet and the IceCast system will still be operational for a few weeks.
General Condition of Roads
The general condition of the roads has improved over the month. Two Velocity Jet Patchers are now in full time use to repair pot-holes and the full strengthening repair programme has begun. Experiments are being carried out with new patching materials with a view to replacing the traditional cold macadam materials which are only suitable for running repairs. Members will be kept informed.

Engineering Reports are being prepared. Funding will be sought for the repairs at each location and the full restoration to use of the roads. Appropriate interim traffic management measures will be put in place once the full Engineering reports are completed. An interim report is expected this week on the Dunmore East collapse, indicating whether or not the road adjacent to the cliff collapse can be opened for one-way traffic.
In addition the repairs to the collapsed embankment at Whelans Bridge have been completed and the one-way-shuttle restrictions on the Old Kilmeaden Road have been removed.
Tramore Town Park
Proposals for the construction of a new park in Tramore are going on public display as part of a Part VIII Planning Consultation Process. Following the public consultation a full report on the Proposal will be brought to the members in due course,.
Dungarvan Outer Bypass
The selection report has been submitted to the NRA and approval sought to bring the scheme to public consultation phase again. After a recent meeting with the NRA the submission of the report to the Members has been delayed by a few weeks to allow for some clarification on the design of the scheme.
