
ROADS PROGRESS REPORT FOR FEBRUARY MEETING
General

Road grants for 2010 have not yet been announced. The preparation of the 2010 Works Programme will be completed for report to the members when these grants have been confirmed.
Winter Maintenance:
Salt stocks have been fully replenished. Salt spreading continues as appropriate. Mid-season review has taken place in light of the severity of the winter so far and internal recommendations to improve the councils operations are being pursued.
General Condition of Roads
The bad weather since 1st November, 2009 has resulted in considerable damage to roads, particularly the granular based, non-national roads although some pot-hole damage has occurred on the National Routes.  Area staff have attempted to carry out running repairs to maintain the network in a fit for purpose condition. Unfortunately some local roads have had to be closed due to the extent of the damage. Area Offices are currently preparing damage reports with a view to re-drafting the already submitted 2010 Works Programme to the Dept of Transport. The Works Programme for 2010 will have to be tailored to prioritise the repair to the road network with a view to returning the entire network to good standard by the end of 2010. The outline of the programme will be as follows:

	mid Jan – mid Feb
	Temporary repair of damage. Restore local roads to driveable condition where no alternate access exists. Close roads not in fit condition for traffic.

	mid Feb – end March
	Reconstruct worst affected roads and re-open roads which were closed.

	end March – mid June
	Restoration Programme to reconstruct other affected roads.

	start Feb – end May
	Intensive Programme of Pot-Hole repairs using Velocity Jet Patchers.

	Feb 3rd – Feb 12th
	Repairs to pot-holes on N25 and N72.

	start June – mid July
	Programme of general repairs to N25 and N72 to restore overall condition.

	mid June – end August
	Surface Dressing Programme

	start Sept – mid November
	Complete repair work to non-national roads. 


The extensive programme of work will include the restoration and improvement of roadside drainage and a comprehensive programme to prevent run-off from farmland onto public roads including direct measures and legal action if necessary.

Dungarvan Outer Bypass

Lismore/Cappoquin Outer Bypass
The selection report is being finalised for submission to the NRA.
