Appoints have now been made for the positions of Station Officer in Portlaw, Tallow and Ardmore and consequential Sub – Officer for Portlaw and Tallow. Thereafter only one junior officer position will remain to be filled early in 2011, i.e. the consequential position of Sub-Officer in Ardmore.
Breathing Apparatus wearer training for all this year’s earlier recruit intake took place in October in Tullamore. This year’s work on BA Refresher training was completed in Clonmel during November. 
The rental extension at Tallow was taken over on 22nd October. The existing station space is in use for training, maintenance and welfare purposes.
Approval in principal (subject to Part 8 planning) has been conveyed by DoEHLG for a temporary extension to Portlaw Fire Station to provide a facility that meets minimum essential requirements from a health & safety and an operational point of view.

Building Control:
The Disability Access Certificate (DAC) applications under the 2009 legislation SI 351 of 2009 have remained low but consistent to date in 2010. Apart from a single pulse (6 applications together from GSK) there have been NO applications for a Regularisation Cert. since March 2010.

Major Emergency Management:

A live practical exercise in Major Emergency Management at County level scheduled for 6th December has been cancelled due to the Severe Weather emergency. Many intended participants were fully committed to the live severe weather response.
The Emergency Co-Ordination Facility at Fire Headquarters in Dungarvan was in use by Roads and Infrastructure Directorate for several days to co-ordinate the Council’s response to the severe weather emergency.
