Explanatory Notes.

(These notes are for guidelines only and do not purport to be a legal interpretation of the provisions concerned).

1.
Prior to the making of a licence application, the applicant shall publish in a newspaper circulating in the functional area of the local authority notice of his intention to make such application.

Such a notice shall contain as a heading the words “Discharge of Effluent to Waters”, and shall:

(a) state the name of the applicant and the name of the local authority to which the application is being made.

(b) give a general description of the effluent.

(c) in the case of trade effluent, state the nature of the trade or industry.

(d) state the name and location of the premises from which the effluent is to be discharged, and

(e) indicate the waters to which the effluent is to be discharged.

2.
The application should be addressed to The Secretary, Waterford County Council, in whose functional area the waters concerned are located and submitted within 

two weeks of the notice appearing in the newspaper.  If the waters are not within the functional area of a local authority e.g. a discharge to the sea, application should be made to the local authority in whose functional area any premises, works, apparatus, plant or drainage pipe from which the effluent is discharged is situated.

3.
A licence application shall be accompanied by:-

(a) An original application plus six copies of such plans and such other particulars as are necessary to describe the premises, drainage system and any works, apparatus or plant from which the effluent is to be discharged and to identify the waters to which the discharge is to be made and the point of discharge.

(b) particulars of the nature, composition, anticipated temperature, volume 

and rate of discharge of, and the proposed method of any treatment of, the effluent and the period or periods during which the effluent is to be discharged, and

(c) in the case of a trade effluent, a general description of the process or 

activity giving rise to the discharge.

copy of Certificate of Incorporation.

copy of newspaper in which the notice has been published.

Application fee of €380.

(g)
information detailed in 4 and 5 below to be submitted as a minimum where appropriate.
4.
Licence applications for the discharge of effluent to surface freshwaters must be accompanied, as a minimum, by the following information in items 4(a), 4(b), 4(c) and 4(d).  Further information, including receiving water flow measurement (4(e)), and/or a biological survey (4(f)) may also be required, depending on size and type of discharge and category of receiving waters.  Contact the licensing authority for advice.
a) Wastewater Treatment System - Details of the proposed treatment system and anticipated effluent quality and discharge volume should be submitted. Details of the proposed operation and maintenance plan for the treatment system must be provided together with a copy of the terms of the proposed maintenance agreement.
b) Baseline chemical analysis data for the receiving waters – a minimum of 3 sets of sample results should be submitted.  Results may be available from the EPA or local authority.  If monitoring is required, samples should be gathered at regular intervals over at least a three month period (to include a period of prolonged dry weather, typically between the 1st July and the 30th September) at a point immediately upstream of the proposed discharge location.  Details of the dates on which the sample were taken should be indicated.  Analysis results should be provided for the following parameters: 5-day B.O.D., Molybdate Reactive Phosphate (MRP), Suspended Solids, Ammonia, Nitrate and Nitrite. 

c) Low Flow Assessment (95 percentile flow) – An estimation of the 95 percentile flow, or other suitable flow characteristics, must be provided for the receiving waters.  Where available, this should be based on historical hydrometric data obtained from the EPA, OPW or other reliable source.  Where historical data is not available (i.e. un-gauged catchments) a reliable flow model should be used or pro-rata flow should be estimated for the catchment, based on hydrometric data from the two nearest hydrometric stations.  Full details of the calculations and method used must be submitted with the application.  

Note – if a flow regime other than the 95 percentile flow is being proposed then 
the rationale must be explained in the application. 

d) Assimilative Capacity – Details of the calculated assimilative capacity of the receiving waters and the anticipated cumulative concentrations in the proposed receiving water (based on the 95 percentile flow or other suitable flow regime in the receiving water) should be provided for the following parameters: 5-Day B.O.D., MRP, Ammonia and Nitrite, and any other relevant parameter, based on the characteristics of the effluent.  Full details of all calculations should be included.
Note – if the assimilative capacity is calculated on a receiving water flow regime   other than the 95 percentile flow, then the rationale must be explained in the application.

e) Receiving water flow measurement – if required, in-stream flow measurement should be carried out at a location immediately up stream of the proposed discharge point.  If flow measurement is employed the method should be strictly in accordance with the relevant ISO Standard (ISO 748) or British Standard (BS 3680, Part 3A). Flow measurements must only be carried out following a period of prolonged dry weather, typically between the 1st July and the 30th September.  On the same day, in-stream flow measurement should also be carried out on a gauged catchment of similar type (slope, geology, scale etc.) in the nearby area.  The 95 percentile flow for the gauged catchment should be obtained from the relevant body (EPA, OPW etc.) and a comparison made between this and the in-stream measured flow (relative percentage). A determination of the 95 percentile flow for the receiving waters should then be made on a pro-rata basis. Full details of the calculations and method used must be submitted with the application.  

f) Biological Assessment – In certain circumstances an assessment of the biological rating for the receiving waters should be undertaken and a Q value submitted.  The assessment should be carried out at a location immediately up-stream of the proposed discharge point. [Note: It may not always be possible to carry out a satisfactory biological assessment, particularly for watercourses with low or imtermittent flows.  In such circumstances, a biological assessment should be carried out at the nearest suitable downstream location and the results submitted]. 

Contact the licensing authority for advice on whether a biological assessment will be required.

5.
A licence application for discharge to groundwaters shall be accompanied 

by a prior investigation in accordance with Local Government (Water Pollution) (Amendment) Regulations, 1999 (S.I. No. 42 of 1999).  Discharges to groundwater, where the local authority finds that a harmful substance is present in so small a quantity and concentration as to obviate present or future danger of deterioration in the quality of the water in the aquifer to which the discharge is proposed to be made, shall be exempted from need for the prior investigation.  Contact the licensing authority for advice.

6.
A licence is required for discharge of domestic sewage from a septic tank only 

where the discharge is to surface waters and, in any other case, where the discharge exceeds 5 cubic metres in 24 hours.

7.
“Trade”, “Trade Effluent” and “Sewage Effluent” are defined in Section 1 of the  Local Government (Water Pollution) Act, 1977 as follows, viz:-

“

Trade” includes agriculture, aquaculture, horticulture and any scientific research or experiment.

“Trade Effluent” means effluent from any work, apparatus, plant or drainage pipe used for the disposal to waters or to a sewer of any liquid (whether treated or untreated), either with or without particles of matter in suspension therein, which is discharged from premises used for carrying on any trade or industry (including mining), but does not include domestic sewage or storm water.


“Sewage Effluent” means effluent from any works, apparatus, plant or drainage

        
pipe for the disposal to waters or sewage, whether treated or untreated.

8. Please note that the information to be submitted as detailed in 4 and 5 above is required as a minimum by Waterford Co. Council to enable an application to be processed. The applicant may be requested to submit other particulars as Waterford County Council requires for consideration of the application.
