Evidence of this insurance must be submitted on an annual basis, or on request, to the County Council and the Council must be notified immediately if for any reason insurance cover ceases to have effect.

2. Where there is evidence that an assessor has wrongly assessed a site or makes recommendations that are not consistent with the EPA guidelines, they will receive a written warning.  Where they do so on a second occasion, they will be removed from the approved panel.

3. The final decision on any planning application rests with Waterford County Council.

4. The results of all site assessments carried out in County Waterford must be submitted to   the Council, whether or not they result in a planning application being lodged.
