BYE-LAWS FOR THE REGULATION & CONTROL OF USE OF BRING FACILITIES IN COUNTY WATERFORD.

PART 1 
Preliminary 
Short Title: These Bye-Laws may be cited as the Waterford County Council Bring Facility Bye-Laws 2007. 

Area of Application: These Bye-Laws shall apply within the functional area of Waterford County Council, which for the purposes of the Waste Management Acts, 1996-2006, includes the functional areas of Dungarvan Town Council

Definitions: In these Bye-Laws:- 

‘Approved Bring Facility’ means a facility approved by Waterford County Council at which segregated wastes may be deposited by the public in appropriate purpose-built receptacles for the purposes of recovery and includes approved bring centres located within civic amenity sites.  

'Authorised person' means a person who is authorised in writing by Waterford County Council for the purpose of Section 204 of the Local Government Act, 2001 or a member of An Garda Siochana.

'Fixed Payment Notice' is the Notice provided for in Part III of these Bye-Laws for the purposes of Section 206 of the Local Government Act 2001. 

‘Household waste’ means waste produced within the curtilage of a building or self-contained part of a building used for the purposes of living accommodation. As defined in the Waste Management Act 1996.

‘Recovery’, in relation to waste, means any activity carried on for the purposes of reclaiming, recycling or reusing, in whole or in part, the waste and any activities related to such reclamation, recycling or reuse, including any of the activities specified in the Fourth Schedule of the Waste Management Act 1996.  As defined in the Waste Management Act 1996.
‘Vicinity’ for the purposes of these Bye Laws includes the area on or around the base of the bring facility on which the receptacles are placed including an area within a radius of 100m from any such receptacle.

PART II
Obligations on the user of an Approved Bring Facility
1.1. An Approved Bring Facility shall only be used to deposit household waste.

1.2. An Approved Bring Facility shall not be used to deposit household wastes other than segregated wastes for which appropriate purpose-built receptacles have been provided. 

1.3. Any person using an Approved Bring Facility must deposit waste into the appropriate purpose built receptacles.

1.4. Wastes, including waste for which appropriate purpose-built receptacles have been provided, shall not be deposited in the vicinity of an Approved Bring Facility.

PART III 
Enforcement 
2.1 An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of these Bye-Laws to refrain from such contravention. 

2.2 If any person contravenes any provision of these Bye-laws, the Council may, pursuant to Section 206 of the Local Government Act 2001, serve on such person a Fixed Payment Notice, specifying a fixed payment, as an alternative to a prosecution for such contravention. The amount of the fixed payment is €75 and the said fixed payment must be paid within 21 days of the date of service of such Fixed Payment Notice if such person is to avoid a prosecution. 

2.3 Any person served with a Fixed Payment Notice is entitled to disregard such Notice and defend a prosecution of the alleged contravention in court. 

2.4 A person who contravenes any provision of these Bye-Laws shall be guilty of an offence under Section 205(1) of the Local Government Act 2001 and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.60. 

2.5 If the contravention of a provision of these Bye-Laws is continued after conviction, the person causing the contravention shall be guilty of a further offence on each day on which the contravention continues and shall be liable on summary conviction for each such offence to a fine not exceeding €126.97 per day under Section 205(2) of the Local Government Act 2001. 

2.6 A person who obstructs or impedes or refuses to comply with a request of an authorised person acting in the exercise of the functions conferred on an authorised person by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be guilty of an offence under section 204(3)(a) of the said 2001 Act. 

2.7 Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which Section 204 or Section 205 of the Local Government Act 2001 relates, the authorised person may demand the name and address of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person shall be guilty of an offence under Section 204(3)(b) of the said 2001 Act. 

2.8 A person who is convicted of an offence under Section 204(3) of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.60. 

2.9 The commencement date of these byelaws will be 13th July 2007.
