I hereby undertake to:-

1. Present receipt to Council's Overseer before commencement of work.

2. Properly and efficiently light, watch and fence said footpath / roadway where so broken up.

3. To take all proper precautions to prevent injury to the public during the progress of any work carried out.

4. To remove all rubbish and to restore the footway and roadway to a sound, safe and thoroughly good condition, with all proper despatch, to the entire satisfaction of the County Engineer.

5. To so maintain the same for a period of three months after the completion of the work.

6. Trench to be back filled in the following manner:-

(a) All back fill to be Clause 804 material placed in 200mm layers and well compacted.

(b) Surface reinstatement to match existing surface.

7. Public Liability Insurance will be provided to the applicant, subject to the terms, conditions and exceptions of the Council's Public Liability Policy, in relation to the permission granted in the Road Opening Licence.

8. Final restoration of the surface will be done by the County Engineer at expense of Applicant at end of three month period, (or as near thereafter as is practically possible).

9. Where pipes for the conveyance of water, sewage or surface water are laid under footpaths, roadways (including grass margins of roadways) or where underground cables are laid in such positions, the County Council will accept no responsibility for subsequent damage to such pipes or cables due to traffic, subsidence or any work or road improvement whether this includes the raising or lowering of the surface, the rolling in of foundations or surfacing material or any damage whatsoever caused by road machinery normally used by the County Council in the course of their work.

10. Accept liability for extra area of the appropriate rate in the event of an overbreak of surface.

11. All openings in road and footpath surfaces shall be cut clearly using a saw or similar implement.  If this requirement is not complied with Waterford County Council will cut out the excavation edges and charge the Licensee for the time and materials used in carrying out the reinstatement.
